e When it happens a lot, not just once.
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Please tell someone
if you think that
you are being bullied
or if someone else

is being bullied.

Our school has a Bi Cinealta
policy to try to stop bullying behaviour.

We look at this policy every year to see
what is working well or what could work
better.

We will ask you what you think.
